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Definition: Christians believe that Jesus is our friend.
Feeling comfortable in each other’s company, being able to
share joys and sorrows are all features of friendship and these
are things of immense value. True friendship enables each
person to grow and ensures that the unique individuality of
each person is recognised. All this echoes the value placed by
God on the preciousness of each person. Hymns like ‘What a
friend we have in Jesus’ point to a relationship that is at the
heart of Christian believing. Knowing that God is our friend is to
recover something of the acceptance and close companionship
that people of all ages need and crave.

Key Bible Character - Ruth insisted on
returning with Naomi to her home country of
Israel. Our friends are people who stick with us in
good times and in bad times, they are self-giving
just like Jesus was.

Questions — How do we restore a broken friendship? Am I a
good friend? What does it mean to be a good friend? Is our
school a friendly school? How do we support each other?

Even though Jonathan knew that David would be the next king, he
befriended the young man. Jonathan was willing to trust God’s
decision in the choice of the next king. When it was clear that King
Saul would not allow David to live, Jonathan put himself at risk to
protect David. Saul’s anger and jealousy made everything difficult
but they remained firm friends.

Elijah and Elisha

To help him carry out his work, God sent Elijah a friend and
eventual successor, the younger Elisha. Elisha was absolutely
devoted to his friend, to his mentor, because he knew the older
man would make an excellent guide. It is important to choose
friends who are wise and holy and passionate about what they do—
after all, we tend to become like our peers.
